Conditions of entry

1. No horse or pony may compete in more than 2 classes

2. Juniors’ birthdays must be on or after 1st January 1990

3. Crash helmets to PAS015/EN1384 standard with BS1 kitemark must be worn at all times when mounted on horse.

4. Back protectors must be worn when competing

5. It is strongly recommended that all competitors should wear medical arm bands                                                       

      (Available from British Riding Clubs or British Eventing offices at Stonleigh) 

6. Dogs must be kept on leads at all times

7. When walking the course, please be aware that competitors may be approaching from behind, and move out of their way, taking all young children to safety

8. To be conducted under official British Riding Club rules

9. No stop watches or watches capable of recording time may be worn 

10. Competitors who have been eliminated must leave the course at a walk 

11. A £1 deposit will be refunded on the safe return of bibs 

12. Any act or omission or series of acts or omissions which, in the opinion of the judges, constitutes abuse of a horse will result in the elimination of that competitor.  Such acts will include excessive use of the whip and/ or spurs and/or bit and riding at excessive speed

13. Jump judges give up their time to assist in the running of this competition.  Any verbal abuse of jump judges by a competitor will result in elimination.

14. Only the owner or rider may lodge an objection, which must be made within 30 minutes of the incident or, where the score is concerned, after the publication of the scores.  Objections must be accompanied by a deposit of £10 which is forfeit unless the objection is upheld or the judges feel there were good and reasonable grounds for objection

15. The judges’ decision is final

16. HEALTH AND SAFETY.  The organisers have taken all reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present.  For these measures to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring, and must obey the instructions of officials and stewards at all times.
