The next event was the winter SJ held a Overa Farm on yet another cold day.

The dressage competition took place in May at Trinity Park.  This competition is hosted by Deben Riding Club as our contribution to the area events. The gold team were placed 11th and consisted of Chelsey Collins who was placed 8th individually.  Charis Holmer 6th, Ananbel Burton 7th and Tiffany Collins 9th.  The black team came 4th.  Joanne 8th individually, Carrie 5th, Joe 5th and Rosie 4th.

The Red team took 1st place consisting of Posy Ash 1st, Alice hallows 1st, Grace 3rd and Isaac Mace 5th.

Grace and Isaac also won the pairs competition with Chelsey and Tiffany coming 3rd.  Megan Brewer and Naomi Lee were placed in the unaffiliated competition.
In June at Poplar Park the area Hunter Trials took place with a team that were eventually placed 4th after a few scoreboard queries.  Posy, Charis, Joe and Joanne who was also 4th individually.

In July by kind invitation of Tim Walrond, at Thorne Court, we competed in 3 competitions on one day.  The riding test and style jumping which are both qualifiers for the National Championships at Lincoln and the combined training which consists of a dressage test and a round of showjumping.

The style jumping were placed 1st Grace, Joanne, Joe 4th and Rosie 6th individually.

The riding test teams came 1st, 2nd, and 4th with some of our younger members taking part including Rohan Brooks and Alice Hallows.

The combined training teams came 2nd and Grace, Isaac,Joanne and Joe. 4th Eleanor, Rosie and Carrie.

The outdoor showjumping also held at Thorne Court, we had an open team Posy, Joanne and Amber who were placed 5th and a novice team with Joe, Rosie, Isaac and Posy who were 4th.

As you can see, this culminated in quite a few top placings. Which meant quite a big representation of juniors, ponies and parents had qualified for the National Championships at Lincoln in September.

Style jumping team – Joanne, Rosie, Grace and Joe came 7th out of 27 teams . Joe came 13th individually on Vic, a borrowed pony kindly lent by Penny Evans Jones.

Pairs – Grace and Isaac came 4th
What an achievement for these young people! What a credit they are to the riding club with their commitment and team spirit, they are a credit to us all.  Give yourselves a round of applause, you deserve it.

Last by not least was the quiz hosted by Suffolk Riding Club where the team were placed 3rd. Joe, Isaac, Joanne, Alice and Rosie.
